The Department of Food and Supplies has a comprehensive structure at
the district, block and grassroots level It has a chamn of District Food and
Supplies Controllers (DFSCs), District Food and Supplies Officers (DFSOs),
Assistant Food and Supplies Officers (AFSOs), Inspectors Food and Supplies
(IFSs) and Sub-Inspectors Food and Supplies (SIFSs) who facilitate the lifting
and distribution of foodgrains and others essential commodities as per the
allocations made by the Government Confed acts as wholesale nominee In the
distribution of essential commodities other than kerosene oll OiIl companies
appoint wholesale dealers for kerosene ol Food and Supplies Department has

setup a network of 9307 Fair Price Shops, 2856 in urban and 6512 in rural
areas of 21 districts of the state

The Government s committed to improve the system so that
shortcomings are removed and benefits reach the needy and genuine
beneficiaries In this regard, Village/Ward level Vigilance Committees have
been constituted to keep a watchful eye on the distribution of essential
commodities and are empowered to monitor actual distribution In additton,

Gram Panchayats, Panchayat Samities and Zila Parishad are also involved m
distribution and monitoring of PDS

4. DAL ROT! SCHEME

Along with National Food Secunity Act, 2013, the State Government also
launched Dal Roti Scheme on August 20, 2013 Under this scheme the State
Government is providing 2 5 kg of pulses per month at subsidized rate of Rs 20
per kg to AAY and Below Poverty Line (BPL) families, so as to meet therr
nutritonal and proteins needs The scheme caters to the need of 11 06 lac
families. The scheme 1s being run exclusively with State subsidy, Rs 160 crore
annually under the Plan Scheme It has been observed that there 1s a steep rise
in the prices of pulses since last 2-3 months which incurred an expenditure of
Rs.45 crore (approx) for the distribution of pulses. State Government has
decided to distribute pulses (Chana Dal) for the month of January to June, 2016

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5. End-to-End Computerization of TPDS/NFSA Operations

Background

Administrative approval of Government of India for implementation of the
Component-l of the Plan Scheme on End to-End Computerization of TPDS
operations in all States/UTs under the 12" Five Year Plan (2012-17) has been
received vide letter No.23(6)/2008-PD-2-Comp Vo! V dated 10 12 2012 during
the pertod 2012-17 on 50°50 cost sharing between Centre and State

Targeted Public Distribution System (TPDS) 1s am at ensuring Food
Security of the people, especially the poor and vulnerable sections Evaluation
studies have pointed out certain shortcomings In its implementation, such as
leakages and diversion of foodgrains, Incluston and exclusion errors In
dentification of beneficiaries, etc Government has taken measures to address
these shortcomings but it 1s felt that computerization of TPDS will be an
important step to bring transparency to the system

Objective

TPDS encompasses the process of allocation of foodgrains, storage,
beneficiaries identification and management of delivery of foodgrains to
benefictaries There are multiple stakeholders involved at various levels n
operations of TPDS, namely Central Government, State Government/UT
Administration, Food Corporation of india (FCl), State Civil Supplies
Corporations, other agencies at State level, FPS dealers, beneficiaries, etc. For
better coordination among various agencies for ensuring timely delivery of
foodgrains at FPS level, it 1s necessary that information regarding movement of
foodgrains Is available on a common platform Huge difference between cost of
the foodgrains and ClPs creates incentives for leakages and diversions With
computerization of supply-chain, the movement of foodgrains upto FPS level
cannot be tracked and the problem of leakage and diversion can be addressed
Digitization of beneficiaries database will help in weeding out the bogus ration
cards and better targeting of subsidies Facilities of SMSs, e-mails, Toll Free
Numbers will be used to inform the beneficiaries about the availability of TPDS
supplies in the FPS, which will ensure timely and transparent distribution of
foodgrains to beneficiaries as per therr entittement Transparency portal and
social audit will further strengthen the functioning of FPSs and ensure
accountability at various levels Beneficiaries will also be able to register their
grievances through toll free numbers and seek its resolution

1 E-Procurement and direct payment to farmers (New Scheme)

Under this project, the farmer wise procurement will be captured on real
time basis In the mandi premises All the transactions made in mandi will
automatically be uploaded In the web-server through e-procurement- web-
portal This software will provide farmer wise detail of procurement to the
department and procurement agencies The payments will be made through
RTGS directly to the farmers as per option given by them The system will send
the SMS alert to the farmers regarding their payments. The system will also be
helpful in sending the data to GOI in different module of FCI Depot Online
System. End-to-End Computerisation of PDS wili also be facilitated through this
application for on-line allocation and Iifting of food grains from the warehouses.
E-Procurement of foodgrains under MSP and optional direct payments to the
farmers will be taunched on pilot basis from coming Kharif Marketing Season,
2016 ie 1% October, 2016.

Ration Cards were printed long back in 2005 which are in a very poor
condition. It 1s necessary to replace these ration cards with new ration cards At
present there are 29,39,610 beneficiaries ration cards and 1,32,51,589 units
under TPDS scheme of NFSA, 2013 As per mandate 255974 ration cards of
AAY families 850411 ration cards of CBPL and SBPL families and 1833225
Ration cards of OPH (Other Priority Household) families will be printed and
distributed to the beneficiaries. The Ration Card will carry the logo of Golden
Jubilee Year. The department has invited tenders for printing of new ration
cards through security printing press The technical bid would be opened on
06.05.2016

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Observations/Recommendation of the Committee.

The Commuittee orally examined the representatives of the Department
and get ensured that the qualty of the food to be given to BPL card
holders must be checked properly before distribution

During the oral examine the Committee has not satisfied with the reply
regarding the working of fair price shops Therefore, the Committee
recommended the regular checking of fair price shops by the Department
and steps be taken to Increase the income of farr price shops holders and
they should also be permitted to sell more item to eradicate corruption

During the oral examination of the representatives of the Department, the
committee noticed that some person are holding more than one depot
and recommended the Department to check the multiple holding of
depots and also to make ensure that one person holds one depot only

During the oral examine the Committee recommended that necessary
steps be taken to ease the persons of granting license for setting up of
Brick kilns, the documents process should be minimized and the
collection centre for documents and NOC should be made at District
level So that the corruption is stopped

During the oral examine the Committee recommended that steps be
taken to parpose ration cards as similar to smart cards by having the
details of the card holder on one side and details of family on the other
side

During the oral examine the Committee recommended that the
Department should take necessary steps for filling up the vacant post and
new recruitments so that the work of the Department does not suffer and
no Inconvenience Is caused

During the oral examination the Committee noticed that the terms and
conditions set up by the Government are not being followed properly in
the distnbution of Ration from the Depots Therefore, the Committee
recommends that the Department should take necessary action against
those who are not following the proper procedure and terms and
conditions The money by the Depot holders must be deposﬂed by 7"
every month and ration be delivered to them by 10" and should be
distributed to the ration card holders by 30" of every month

During the oral examination the Committee recommended that all the

eligible families who have not been i1ssued BPL Cards should be issued
at the earhest

During the oral examination the Committee recommended that a
consumer should be allowed to transfer his LPG Gas agency/company to
another Gas agency/company according to his satisfaction in his
town/village
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
