OBSERVATIONS/RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE COMMITTEE

'The Committee note that iu their written reply bulk of the departments
had atiributed the excess expenditare to various reasons but during
oral evidence, most of the d2partments conld not give satisfactory
explanation for the excess expenditure. The Committec, therefore, desiye
that departments should invariably chieck up and the Finance Deparlm‘lél.
in turn, shoold thoroughly investigate the reasons for exczss expenditure

before placing the explanations for excess expendifure before the
Committee,

2. The Cemmittee reiterate its earlier recommendations fthat the
expinditare should be limited to the grants/appropriations as authorised by
the Legislatare and that the figures of expenditure reconciled regularly
with those booked in Accountant General (A & E)s office.

3. Subject to .the above observations, the Commitiee recommend
that the excess expenditure as indizated above may be regnlarised by the

legislature in the manner prescribed under Article 205 of the Constitu-
tion of India,
